Minutes of the Dec 2005 Meeting

The Dec meeting was held at Bob Keers
shop in the Albuquerque North valley with
Frank Turley demonstrating. His topic for
the day was forge welding and he
demonstrated what was probably the widest
variety of forge welds that | have seen done.
Among the welds he did were: a strap hinge
eye and a loop forge weld on a %z inch round
bar which he cut and finished into the
working end of a fire poker. He also forge
welded a solid square bar inside a square
tube, he forged round bar onto round bar
ending up with three stems then forged a
leaf on the end of each of them plus
numerous other forge welds. When fluxing
with EZ Weld, Frank first glazes the surface
with borax then applies the EZ Weld. This
gives the EZ Weld something to stick to.

Copper Candle Cups 2: Tooling,
Technigues, Step-by-Step Pictures

As longtime Hammer’s Blow readers know, | really like Gene Chapman’s series of self-published
booklets. There are 9 others in the series: Antler and Iron Il, Penny Knife, Little Uglies, Nose to the
Grindstone, Iron Age Primitives, Country Knives, Hot Shop, and Copper Candle Cups. His latest revision
is in addition to his earlier book on copper candle cups. Here’s what he says in the introduction:

‘Copper Candle Cups was originally a workshop handout about my methods of making candle cups out
of thin-wall 3/4" type-M water pipe. It has continued to be published because of the number of inquiries
on making copper candle cups at blacksmith conferences and hammer-ins. In 2004, | began making
candle cups out of type-K copper pipe which has a wall thickness of 1/16"; double that of type-M pipe.

The thicker candle cups are more attractive in my opinion and, when handled, have a nice feel to them.
They are actually easier to forge and produce due to the thicker wall.’

While Gene'’s first book is good, | like Copper Candle Cups 2 better. The newer book contains more
pages, photos, and text, where the first book was a collection of drawings.

One of the key tools to Gene’s candle cups is the progressive fuller. This is a swing-type fuller with
progressively smaller holes. There are drawings of these in both books, but the later design has more
detail, and, | would guess, it is optimized for the ‘k’ type of thicker copper pipe.

Gene wisely includes the following safety precaution: ‘When working with copper, wear a respirator,
have adequate ventilation, and wash your hands thoroughly before eating.” Copper dust can burn in air,
and inhaling dust or fumes can cause metal-fume fever. While copper isn’t commonly considered a
cumulative toxin like lead, zinc, or cadmium, excess copper in the body can cause respiratory problems,
skin problems, and liver and kidney damage.

If you already have the first book, it's a tough call to say if you need the second. Volume 2 is a good
companion book to the first and in my view, a much better collection of information, but not an absolute
necessity if you've got the first book. At $3, Copper Candle Cups 1 is pretty inexpensive, so you really
can’t go wrong there. If you have neither, I'd recommend the second.
